Cottage Clean Up Rules
GIRL SCOUT MOTTO:  LEAVE IT CLEANER THAN YOU FOUND IT


1. Clean the kitchen if you used it:
a) Clean sink.
b) Clean stove top and oven.
c) Clean countertops.
d) Remove all garbage and rinse kitchen garbage can.
e) Remove all your food items from the refrigerator and freezer and wipe up any spills.
f) Sweep and mop floor.

2. Make sure the stove and oven are turned off even if you did not use them.

3. Clean the bathroom if you used it:
a) Clean sink.
b) Clean commode.
c) Empty trash.

d) Sweep and mop floor.
4. Remove all decorations, tape and/or poster putty you may have used in hanging the decorations.

5. Clean and dry the chairs and table tops before you put them away.

6. Sweep and mop the floor in the main room. Mop, bucket and brooms are provided. Please leave the wet mop standing mop side up in the (empty) yellow mop bucket by the front door inside the Cottage. This will allow it to dry before the next rental. We will put it away when we inspect the Cottage after your rental.
7. Sweep the porch.

8. Return all designated Cottage items to their original locations:

a) Tables to closet (cleaned and dried)
b) Chairs neatly stacked outside closet (cleaned and dried)
c) Cleaned trash cans to kitchen and bathroom
d) Wire mesh trash cans to outside storage area

e) Broom to kitchen
f) Mop bucket and mop beside front door (as described in 6)

9. Turn off the heating and/or air conditioning if you turned them on.

10. Secure the slide bolt on the back door. You would be surprised how many people forget this one!
11. Turn off the lights, inside and out.

12. Pick up and haul away all your trash from inside and outside the Cottage. 

13. Don’t dump your leftover food in the Park. Leftover food is garbage, and does not benefit the wild animals in the Park, or the dogs and children who play there. Oyster shells may be separated from other trash and put into the wire enclosure in the back of the Park. They are recycled.
14. If you use the indoor fireplace, remove any remaining embers or fire to the outdoor fireplace. A shovel and bucket are provided for this purpose.
15. When you are finished with the outdoor fireplace, smother and extinguish any remaining embers or fire. A member of the Park/Cottage committee will remove the cooled remnants the following day.
